Denmark stands 
with Ukraine

Denmark has a long-standing bond with Ukraine
After Putin’s first invasion – together with strong allies – Denmark conducted training programs 
for the Ukrainian armed forces. After Putin’s second invasion, Denmark has been at the fore-
front of Europe’s support for a free Ukraine. This is also shown by the strong engagement of 
Denmark’s Export and Investment Fund (EIFO) in Ukraine.

How EIFO has supported Ukraine since Russia’s full-scale invasion:

March 2023
To help support the reconstruction of Ukraine EIFO 
receives 1 billion DKK to lead a state loan and 
guarantee scheme.

November 2023 
In order to reduce risks and insure trade with 
Ukraine EIFO launches a new scheme alongside 
with Atradius Denmark. 

May 2024
EIFO signs a loan agreement of 100 million DKK 
with the Ukrainian agricultural company, Nibulon. 
The funds are earmarked for the purchase of 74 
new agricultural machines.  

October 2024
An additional 774 million DKK for the Ukraine Fund 
ensures that EIFO can continue to offer loans to 
Danish companies’ Ukrainian customers, and that 
companies can have their risks covered when 
exporting to or investing in Ukraine.

June 2024
EIFO signs an agreement, together with several 
other ECA’s, to cooperate in supporting the recon-
struction of Ukraine through export and investment 
financing.

OKTOBER 2025

November 2024
The Ukraine Fund is expanded to also include the 
defence sector as a possible area for exports.
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December 2024
EIFO finances sweepers for clean-up operations 
to ensure accessible roads and paths, supplied by 
Egholm A/S.

December 2024
Ukraine’s largest wind farm project to date is made 
possible as EIFO provides a project finance guaran-
tee of almost 3 billion DKK.

February 2025
EIFO grants an export loan of almost 24 million 
DKK from the state’s Ukraine Fund for processing 
equipment for a refinery capable of handling 200 
tons edible oil per day. 

September 2025
Issuance of the first investment guarantee to the 
defence industry (anonymous).

April 2024
The Danish government provides a new guaramtee 
1 billion DKK through EIFO for Danish companies’ 
investments in Ukrainian defence companies. 

February 2025
Denmark supports Ukrainian war-victims. EIFO pro-
vides the company Superhumans with 0,5 million 
DK for the export of 150 advanced leg prostheses 
supplied by Levitate Technology ApS.

March 2025
1,028.1 million DKK is added to EIFO’s Ukraine 
facility, bringing the total capacity to 2,8 billion DKK.
